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President Reistrup agreed to contact three possible clinicians with facilities where
the clinics could be held. Meg Jones agreed to check on receiving money from
USHJA to help defer the cost of the clinic in August.

There was a long, detailed discussion of the Annual Show. It had been
decided by some board members that Clyde Poarch should remain as show
chairman for 2008, so no proposals concerning managing the annual show were
accepted.

Cricket Stone moved and Jenn Fessler seconded that the annual show would be a
three ring show using the Coliseum, the East Complex, and the Wiley Arena at the
Virginia Horse Center. The motion passed.

President Gordon Reistrup agreed to contact Clyde Poarch with the board’s
concerns regarding the high cost of the annual show and suggestions to cut costs
including the use of more local show workers.
