Green Hunters   
Cricket Stone made a motion to amend the specs for green hunters as follows;  Fences to be 2’6” 
or 3’ and judged as one division.  To be eligible for the green hunter status, horses horses may 
not have shown in more than three shows over fences and never at a height greater than 2’3”. 
The motion was seconded by Jessica Welch and passed with a unanimous vote.  Anne Johnston 
to notify show managers of the changes for jumper heights and the change to make green hunters 
at 2’6” and 3’ judged as one division. 
 
A question came up to allow points for a non- member renewing their membership after the 
completion of a show.  A motion was made by Diane Hinch to allow the membership, but not the 
points for divisions shown in before becoming a current member.  The motion was seconded by 
Jackson Shurtz.
